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PRACTICE DIRECTION 10
Recovery of Documents
This Direction is issued consequent to Paragraph 12 of Schedule 1 to the Education (Additional Support for Learning) (Scotland) Act 2004 as amended  which provides that the President may give directions as to the practice and procedure to be followed by Tribunals in relation to any matter.

The power to order recovery of documents under Rule 21 shall only be exercised by a convener or a Tribunal where they are satisfied
a. That the reasons for the recovery of the specified documents are relevant to the grounds of reference

b. That the recovery of the documents specified are necessary for the proper determination of the reference

c. The documents have been requested and the holder of the documents has either refused or unreasonably delayed their production

d. Where any time period covered by those documents is relevant and proximate to the matter before the Tribunal.

e. Where a party seeing the document or documents is unrepresented then the Secretary may write to request the document prior to the issue of any citation.
