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PRESIDENTIAL GUIDANCE 1
Issue of CD Rom of Tribunal Hearing
This Guidance is issued consequent to Paragraph 8(3)(b) of Schedule 1 to the Education (Additional Support for Learning) (Scotland) Act 2004 which provides that the President may issue such guidance as respects the administration of the Tribunals as appears to the President to be necessary or expedient for the purpose of ensuring that the tribunal functions are exercised efficiently and effectively.

1. For the purposes of the Tribunal administration it has been arranged that the Tribunal hearing be recorded digitally on a CD-Rom. There is no obligation to retain such a record in the statutory provisions. The responsibility for recording the proceedings is with the Case Officer.

2. The CD Rom shall be retained on the file for six months after the date of the hearing.

3. The CD Rom may be used to inform Tribunal training.

4. The CD Rom may be referred to by the President in investigating any complaint.

5. The CD Rom may be made available, where requested, on any appeal to the Court of Session.

6. A copy of the CD Rom may be made available, on application, to a party or to their representative at the discretion of the President but only where it is manifestly in the interests of justice.
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
